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The objective of this research was to study the aesthetic perception of elementary

school students of artworks.

The samples of the population used in this study included three hundred third and sixth
grade students in elementary schools under the Department of Education Bangkok Metropolitan
Administration by means of multi-stage random sampling. The instruments used in this research
were developed by the researcher based on Michael J. Parsons’ Cognitive and Development
Account of Aesthetic Experience which composed of five stages : 1. Favoritism, 2. Beauty and
Realism, 3. Expressiveness, 4. Style and Form and 5. Autonomy. The instruments were aesthetic
Perception Test which composed of six painting reproductions and a set of questions ; Aesthetic
Perception Recording Form and Guidelines for Analyzing Perception Form. The collected data
were analyzed means of by maximum value, frequencies, percentage and and t-test.

The results found that the highest frequentcy were at Stage 2. Beauty and Reélism

(58.39%) ; followed by Stage 3. Expressiveness (39.28%) and Stage 4. Style and Form (2.33%).

The aesthetic perception at Stage 5. Autonomy were not found
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
