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NITIPONG TUBTIMHIN : SAMER DANCE PATTERNS IN LAKORNPUNTANG

The objective of this research is to study the historical background, patterns,
and techniques of Samer dance as well as to analyze its dance patterns in
Lakornpuntang during the Fine Arts Department period, specifically the dance patterns
succeeded by Thailand National Artist, Asst Prof Dr. Supachai Chansuwan.The methods
used in this research are studying from the documents, interviewing, observing and self-
practicing.

The research found that Samer song in Lakornpuntang or Samer Okpasa song
is Na Phat song used as the accompanying song with the short walking manner of each
national character from one place to another place. It was created by the venerable
masters of Thai music arts by developing Thai style’s melody adapted from studied
international songs but adjusted to have the atmosphere of international accent. There

are 5 songs applied in Lakornpuntang of the Fine Arts Department including;

Samer Lao song in Phra Lo and Khun Chang Khun Pan

Samer Burmese song in Rajathiraj, Phu Chana Sib tis, Seuk Kao Tap and
Taleng Pai

Samer Mon song in Rajathiraj and Phu Chana Sib tis

Samer Kaek song (malasian and Arabian) in Inao, Abuhasan and Phra Apai

Manee

Samer Java song in Inao

Samer dance patterns are divided into 3 sessions according to the structure of
melody playing including Mai Deun, Mai La and Roa. Each session has the movement
based on Thai original dance patterns and adopted some dance patterns from our
neighbor country dance with their obvious identity. It was also found that every Samer
Okpasa dance patterns has the same principal and method of thai dance including

weighting right and left with contraction and release movement.
