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The purpose of this research was to deveiop of the local guide curriculum of Saiyok district
Kanjanaburi province for junior secondary schoo! students which consisted of 4 stages as follow : (1) the
study of the fundamental data (2) the development of curriculum (3) the implementation of the curriculum and
(4) the evaluation of curriculum. The curriculum was implemented with secondary school students for
twenty-five periods.

The instruments employed were interview forms, questionnaires, focus group guideline,
evaluation forms, behaviors record, behavioral observation forms, students work assessment form, opinion
questionnaire, informal interview forms. The data were analyzed by percentage, mean, standard deviation,
t- test dependent and content analysis. The research findings were as follow :

1) The fundamental data investigation revealed that ; students and other persons who involved
in the curriculum development would like to develop the local guide curriculum of Saiyok district,
Kanjanaburi province.The students seeked knowledge from real situation and teacher evaluated by
authentic assessment. 2) The designed curriculum consisted of principles, objectives, structure, course
description, contents, time on task, instructional guideline, instructional media, measurement and
evaluation and ten lesson plans. The contents of curriculum consisted of tocal history and geography, local
festivals, culture and traditions, local travel attractions, hotels, guest houses , restaurants, local products,
and souvenirs, conservation of natural resources, general qualification and quality of local guide and their
functions. The experts assessment indicated that the components of the curriculum was relevant and
suitable. 3) The curriculum was implemented with secondary school students in Ban Khao Chang school
Saiyok district, Kanjanaburi province for twenty - five periods. 4) The results of curriculum evaluation and
development indicated that students pre — post knowledge testing scores towards the local guide
curriculum were statistically significant different at the level of 0.05 . The students could produce pieces of
work and process relevant to the guide’s functions and had a positive attitude towards the local guide
curriculum. It was also recommended that during the implementation of the curriculum, time on task

fmpld be flexible according to the contents.
