This study aims to analyze the impact of gated communities on existing communities in terms of
accessibility in Nonthaburi province. The methodologies used in this research are Space Syntax
and in-depth interviews in order to indicate the impact collecting data by the Department of
Public Works and Town and Country Planning, Department of Lands, as well as field surveys. The
results of the Space Syntax analyses indicate that gated communities, regardless of their sizes,
house prices, and management types, affect the level of accessibility to existing communities. In
several cases, after the gated communities are built, access to existing communities is reduced.
This in turn affects the ways of life of the residents in existing communities. Gated communities
also hinder the development of efficient road networks. On the other hand, from the questionnaire
surveys and in-depth interviews, it is found that most residents of the existing communities feel
affected by the nearby gated communities, albeit not in a great degree. All of the six existing
communities that we surveyed in detail face similar problems after gated communities are built
nearby, including route changes and limited accessibility for public services. One key issue was
that there were no public consultations or hearings in the areas before the gated communities
were built. This reflects the inadequacy of the current planning process and housing subdivision

law, which do not require public consultations or hearings of those who are likely to be affected

by new development projects.
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
