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 The purposes of this research were to analyzed the contexts state of Anatta which 

effected Nibbana through case study analysis from the Royal Tipitaka and Mahaamakut’s 

Tipitaka.  Instruments used to collect data were 1) documental analysis form, 2) critique 

analysis form, and 3) focus group discussion guideline. Data were analyzed by means of 

content analysis, documentation analysis, critique, focus group discussion and comment from 

experts of the field to classify typological data, data categories, analytical data and 

presentation in the form of narrative description. 

 The results found that : 1) Knowing the meaning of Nibbana correctly effected one’s 

practice in order to meet Nibbana as well as knowing one’s own successful results which 

aimed purposefully.  2) Means to meet Nibbana were the same as one’s acting in order to 

meet constructed goals.  In order to meet state of Nibbana thus begin primarily from 

conceptions and then used them to avoid (prevent) causes of one’s own reincarnation.  3) 

Knowing the meaning of Anatta correctly in accordance with the defined term, thus lead to 

categorizing what was Anatta and what was not.  4) Anatta’s context thus be used to maintain 

one’s paths or to cease them.  5) All that were unsustainable thus be ceased as a result of 

noncaused, and thus effected the individual’s knowing of the means to cease causes that also 

lead to the cause of future five groups of existence, that individually known to one self’s 

ceasibility.  6) States of ceasibility which resulted from uncaused determined Nibbana.  Those 

who know the Anattta’s context and the meaning of Nibbana then lead themselves confidently 

to Nibbana.
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
