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The study aims at analyzing the characteristics, writing strategies and the roles of the
description of nature in the Ayutthaya literature.

Descriptions of nature were found in 25 literary works out of 35. The poets divided
nature into two types : general or usual, and special events. The descriptions of nature in generai or
usual events were found in four main parts of the works : traveling, moaning, making love, and
praising the towns or the gardens. The descriptions of nature in special events were found in seven
parts . making merit, moving troops or fighting, separating, praising the virtues of glorious characters
or sacred places, world creation or beginning of a new era, making love, and performing rituals.

The poets carefully selected different strategies when describing nature to make the
literature become harmonious in sounds, words, and meanings. As a result, the description of nature
in the Ayutthaya literature is melodious in sounds and beautiful in meanings.

There are seven important roles of the description of nature : helping to create feelings,
indicating the poets' wisdom and knowledge, showing the poets’ attitudes, explaining more about the
characters, acting as symbols, connecting the events, and showing the poet's composition ability.

It can be said that the description of nature which abounds in Ayutthaya literature, is

very significant since it is one of Thaj poetry's composing conventions.
