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ABSTRACT

The abundant number of prisoners in Thailand prison is constantly increased. While
current number is 228,696 prisoners but the capacity of the prison is limited to support only
160,000 prisoners. This means there are 68,696 abundant prisoners. Should we consider the statistic
of prisoners in the past decade, it is found that number of the prisoners had exceeded the capacity
of the prison to support the prisoners each year because number of prisoner was increased in
average approx. 2,300 prisoners per month. Therefore, should it still constantly increases at the
same rate without any resolution measures, number of the prisoners shall be increased to approx.
300,000 prisoners within 2014 that is double times increasing the capacity of the prison. The
crowd or abundant of prisoners in the prison does not only negatively impact the living condition
of the prisoners but also the prison management because it is very difficult to provide appropriate
welfare and care. The crowded condition resulting the prisoners to crowdedly sleep, eat and live.
Those problems shall be more serious when number of warders is not suitable to number or the
prisoners. While number of prisoners is constantly increased but number of the warders is still
unchanged. The proportion of warders to prisoners in Thailand is thus too much lower than the
standard, of which, in other country is 1:3 to 1:6 while the UN standard is 1:5 but Thailand is only
1:20 or 11,000 warders to 240,000 prisoners. Importantly, warder in each prison zone is more less
because partial warders are required to perform their duties outside the prison zone or responsible
for the management while in each zone may contain 1,000 prisoners but only 12 warders and thus
resulting insufficient care

Major problem of Thailand is abundant prisoners where the number of prisoners is as

great as No. 25 of the world or in average 331:100,000. This has led to various problems, such as,



lodgment, eatable products and commodities , foods, medical services. This thesis is therefore
focused to study the sanitation problem of the prisoners which is an important issue and should
number of prisoners is still constantly increased, the sanitation problem is also increased. The
author opines that problem on sanitation and public health service in the prison of Thailand is
important but lack of appropriate resolution nor attention.

From the study on the right protection of the prisoners in the prisons of Thailand shall
recommend to have legal measures to efficiently protect public health of the prisoners. For
instance, Federal Republic of Germany provides yearly medical examination based on the age of
the prisoners who are provided treatment and medical service for special case where the government
shall be responsible for all expenses. Each prison in Japan has medical division headed by the doctor
or medical specialist and there is prison separately for the sick prisoner who shall be specially
cared. England also has doctor permanently attend in the prison to examine and treat the prisoners
as well. The author therefore opines that should Thailand has measures to sufficiently control and
prevent epidemic, it shall efficiently reduce epidemic and build appropriate standard to control and

protect epidemic in the prison.
