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Abgtract

The purposes of thesis research were to study the ability of the students
before and after using the problem-based leaming method, and to study the
students’ opinions about problem-based learning. The research instruments were
the problem-solving ability test, five problem-based leamning lesson plans and the
open-ended questionnaires. Samples selected through purposive sampling
technique were 20 secondary school students in the second semester of 1997
academic year at Namon School, Wiang Hang District, Chiang Mai Province.
The data were analyzed by using t-test and content analysis.

The findings were as follows :

1)} The post-test scores of the students’ problem-solving ability were
~ significantly higher than the pre-test scores at the .01 level. |
2) Students’ opinions concerning problem-based learning indicated the

followimg.



2.1 As for the 10le of the teacher, students were satisfied with the
teacher, help and advice, his warm personality and his concern for all students.

2.2 Students felt that leaming activities of most lessons could be used
in daily lives especially first aids practice and group work.

2.3 The contents of all lessons were felt applicable in daily lives.

24 Most Students thought that time for group discussion should be
1-2 hours. One week should be given for prepazation of the presentation, 1-2
days for studying fiom the resources, and 5-10 minutes for presentation.

2.5 The given 1esources were enough for learning activﬁties.

26 Performance scores of each task should be announced. Students

were satisfied with the cooperative setting of criteria and other agleements.
