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Abstract

i The purposes of this research were to (1) compare the learning
achievement on "Living Things and Environment" of Mathayom Suksa 4
students between group taugth by using modified lesson plans and those
taught by the teacher’s manual approach (2) compare the awareness in
conservation of environment of Mathayom Suksa 4 students between group
taught by using modified lesson plans and those té.ught by using the

teacher’s manual approach. Samples size was 84 Mathayom Suksa 4

students of Sakolnakhonpathtana Suksa School, Sakolnakhon Province in




the academic year 1993. The'students were assigned to be in controlled
and experimental groups, 42 students for each. The researcher taught
each group for 20 teaching periods. FEach period lasted 50 minutes.
The experimental group was taught by using modified lesson plans while
the édhtrolled group was taught by the teacher’s manual approach for
five weeks;‘ Research instruments were (1) modified Ilesson plans
(2).1earning achievement test on "Living Things and Environment"
(3) awareness in conservation of environment test. The researcher
taught both groups. The learning achievement test on "Living Things
and Environment" and awareness in conservation of environment test
were given to the students at the end of the lesson. Mean scores of

the controlled and experimental groups were compared by using t-test.

Research findings were as follows:

1. The learning achievement on "Living Things and Environment"
df sroup taught by using modified lesson plans was significantly
higher than those taught by the teacher’s manual approach at the level
of .01

2. The awareness in conservation of environment of group taught
by using modified lesson plans was significantly higher than those

taught by the teacher’s manual approach at the level of .001
