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The purpose of this thesis is to analyse syntactic structures in the
news in The Bangkok Recorder newspaper published during 1844-1845 in the
reign of King Rama III, and betwcen 1865-1867 in the reign of King Rama IV.
All 62 copies of Bangkok Recorder are investigated.

The study shows that the syntactic structures used in The Bangkok
Recorder’s news are in 3 types : simple , complex and compound sentences.
The number of the complicated syntactic sentences is more than that of the
simple since the former explan details of the subject more clearly. Besides, it is
found that the syntactic structures in The Bangkok Recorder’s news are similar
to those in present Thai language in that they are complicated by the expansion

of the subordinate clauses.
