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The purpose of this research project was to study transmission methods of Thai Musical
instruments by Master Musicians at RajaPhat Bansomdejghopraya University. The objectives of this study
were

1. To study transmission methods of Thai Musical Instruments by Local Scholars in
RajaPhat Bansomdejghopraya University

2. To identify problems and obstacles of transmission methods of Thai Musical
Instruments by Local Scholars in RajaPhat Bansomdejghopraya University

Sources of information were granted by 2 Loca!l Scholars, 6 instructors of Thai Music
Programs and 16 students who study level 1 - 4. The Researcher the used Observation and In-depth
interview Method with a structured Interview and an unstructured Interview to obtain information.
The Researcher analyzed the information in ali dimensions i.e. papers, interview, observation and
comparison that can be summarized as follows;

The resuits of the study were;

1. The transmission methods of Thai Musical Instruments consist of the following: first,
master musicians identify songs which comply with syllabus of RajaPhat Bansomdejghopraya University
and are appropriate for each level, next, they deliver their knowledge verbally, by demonstration, and
practice with their students for at least 2 -3 hours per day, in both individually and groups. They match
instrument with students based on ability, and select songs appropriate with the events. Evaluation is based
on performance by the student both individually and groups. in addition, the master musicians use eleven
steps of percussion practice and a systematic singing approach to develop the students' foundational
techniques.

2. Conceming Problems and obstacle, the researcher found that limited number of hours
per weak for instruction and a lack of fundamental music skills are the main problems for students. In
addition, students often fail to practice and lack motivation to lean. Limited of funding to hire master

musicians was also an obstacle when compared to knowledge that the students gained from them.
