ABSTRACT

Thailand is facing alcohol abuse problem leading to more than 60 groups of
diseases and accidental injuries. Thai people consume alcohol at the average of 13.59
liters per person per year in 2000, increasing consumer alcohol at the average of 58 liters
per person per year in 2003. This situation might be affect to the law enforcement of retail
outlets sale of alcohol that is not in line with legal control. The objective of this survey
research was to evaluate the effectiveness of legally alcohol control of retail outlets in
Sirindhon District, Ubon Ratchathani Province. A total of 162 entreprencurs were
selected by random cluster sampling. Interview method was used for collecting data
during January 1-31, 2007 by mean of using Spearman rank correlation coefficient to test
the hypotheses.

The result showed that there was moderate level of effectiveness of legally
alcohol sale control was at 61.7%. Typically, 57.4% of entrepreneurs had the license to
sell alcohol is not display in an opened area, 98.8% of them had the violation of alcohol
sale legal control includes selling liquor during the overtime prescribed by the law, 26.5%
of them had selling liquor and place setting up in educational institutions or temples and
83.3% of them had selling liquor to a child who was below 18 years old. The finding was
that 62.4% of the entrepreneurs had moderate level of knowledge and 48.8% of them had
moderate level of perception on excise officers’ role and while 90.1% of them had low
level of perception on the community’s roles. Moreover, it was found that their
knowledge and perception about excise officers’ role and laws enforcement and penalty
of laws were significant association on the effectiveness of legally alcohol control of
retail outlets (p-value < 0.001, p-value = 0.022 and p-value = 0.043 respectively). In
contrast, all available of perception about communities’ role was not associated (p-value
=().231, p-value = 0.655).

It is recommended that the excise officers should strictly conduct of laws
enforcement since the results from the study shows that many entrepreneurs have still
violated the laws such as selling alcoholic liquor during the prohibited time, or selling
alcoholic liquor to the purchasers aged below 18 years old, etc. Therefore, once the laws
are violated, the penalty should be more severe and the issuance of the alcohol sale
license should be stricter considered in order to reduce the density of retail outlets and
prevent easy approach to alcohol and to reduce the public health impact caused by
alcohol.
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
