The purposes of this research were to develop innovation in supervision of
language student teachers, to study opinions of student-teachers, and to study teaching
achievement of language student-teachers. The target group were 21 language student-
teachers, 4 supervisors, 21 cooperating teachers, and 766 high school students. Research
tools consisted of observation forms, notes, evaluation forms, questionnaires, and interviews.
The data were analysed using frequency, percentage, mean and standard deviation using
Computer program and data analysis. '

Research results showed that :

1. The result of the development of innovation in supervision of language
student~teachers was 4 models which were supervision by a supervisor, a cooperating
teacher, student-teachers, and self monitoring.

2. The opinions of language student-teachers towards the innovation in
supervision in 4 models were adequate and the models should be continued.

3. The achievement of language student-teachers as evaluated by supervisors
and cooperating teachers was in the excellent level; by the students it was in the good

level, and by teacher-students it was in the fair level.
