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The purpose of this research is to study Thais' naming in certain aspects. This
study is divided into 5 chapters. Chapter 1 is the introduction mentioning the purpose and
scope of the research. Chapter 2 is the evolution of Thais' naming and astrology of
naming. Chapter 3 is on names coiners and conditions of naming , as well as the
comparison of such topics between 2 age groups. Chapter 4 is about relation of names
of related people. Chapter 5 is the conclusion and suggestion.

The study result of the evolution of Thais' naming is that Thais have always
named according to their beliefs , for example , the belief of mysterious power and of
Buddhism. The widely-used astronomical principle of naming is “Namadaksapakarana" ,
which consists of : naming by concerning with birthday , naming by concerning with order
of children , and naming by concerning with astrological destiny prediction. All principles
suggest naming with no "kalakini* or unlucky letters.

Names coiners may be parents , monks , cousins , naming specialists , and one
who involves in the birth of babies. Most names coiners are parents , however , there is a
growing tendency for their names selection from naming books , rather naming by
themselves. For conditions of naming , there are nine , namely : gender , astronomy , meaning
. beautiful sounds , newness or strangeness , names of related people , surnames , imitation ,
and concerning of sounds that may cause the names' owners to be kidded. People of
young-aged group tend to be named with more consideration for newness or strangeness.

The study result of the relation of names among family members reveals that
there are four : the relation of sounds , namely initial consonant sounds of the first
syllables , initial consonant sounds of the last syllables , initial consonant sounds of every
syllable , and vowel's sounds links ; the relation of syllable , namely forms of the first
syllables and forms of the last syllables ; the relation of words , and the relation of
meaning. More people of young-aged group seem to be named with more related names

of the family members.
