This study aims to investigate the student-centered methodology of faculty
members at the Faculty of Education, Silpakorn University and provide suggestion for
them. The sample under the study consisted of 32 faculty members and 240 students.
Questionnaires on Student-centered methodology were carried out for both the faculty
members and the students. The following are the salient findings :

The faculty mewmbers always use this methodolngy. They expressed tiie
most practice on preparing both content and procedure and the less practice was on
the cooperation with parents or the relevant people in solving the students’ problems.
In addition, students expressed the most practice of the faculty members on preparing
both content and procedure and less practice was on the cooperation with parents or
the relevant people in solving the students’ problems. Therefore, the opinion of the
faculty members and the students on the Student-centered methodology was not

significantly different.

The comparison of the results shows there are 4 significantly different
categories of the questionnaire rated by the teaching staffs and the students. They are
as follows :

1. Adapting the classroom atmosphere to suit the learning situation.

2. Demonstrating different learning sources activities that indicate sufficient
skills in teaching profession.

3. Giving learners reasonably and current feedback and listening to their
comment

4. Observe and understand students’ problems to find out solution.
