This purposes of research are 1) To study of learning management levels which
improve the early childhood development of schools under Ratchaburi Education Service
Area 1 2) To study problems, obstacles and suggestions in learning management which
improve the early childhood development of schools under Ratchaburi Educationa Service
Area 1.Tool used in this research is scale evaluation questionnaire.Variables studied are
variables concerning to leaming management which improve the early childhood development
which have 6 aspects.Sample Groups are primary schools under Ratchaburi Educational
Service area 1 in the academic year 2007.The numbers of sample group is 127 schools randomly
selected by simple random sampling and determine size of sample group by using tables of
Krejcie and Morgan which cgnsist of data givers : 127 school executives, 127 primary school
teachers, and 127 guardians of primary level students. The total numbers of data givers are
381 persons.

Statistics used in this research are frequency,percentages by using mean (x)
and standard diversion (S.D.) Statistical Hypothesis test uses of Z — test statistical value and
data analysis uses of content analysis

This results were

1. There are high level of practices of learning management’s which improve the
early childhood development of schools under Ratchaburi Education Service Area 1 in overall
prospects and each aspect by having statistical significance at significance level of .05 by being able
to arrange practices from the aspects that have the highest means to the lowest accordingly
as follows : The first aspect that has the highest mean of practices is aspect in arranging
experience that advances learning development of the early childhood.The second aspect is
arrangement of environment that favors the benefits of the early childhood's learning.The third
aspect is assessment of learning development of the early childhood.The fourth aspect is
arrangement and development of programs for the early childhood.The fifth aspect is procurance
and use of media to promote and develop the early childhood’s learning. And the sixth aspect
is the aspect in building relationships between families, society and primary schools.

2. Problems, obstacles, and suggestions in overall learning management conduction
that helps in developing the early childhood are the lack of personals that are knowledgeable
and capable in the early childhood education and lack of association in conduction in every
aspect , lack of budgets , as well as lacks of schools’ readiness, and media.There should
manage a training to give more knowledge to teachers concerning learning management for
the early childhood. There should have public relations or open training for guardians who are
interested in the early childhood education in order to offer additional knowledge to the guardians
and for their further benefits in bringing up their children.
