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The Purposes of the study of Learning and Learning Development Guidelines
for Educational Management of Basic Education Committees were to study the learning
conditions of the Basic Education Commitiees in the educational management, to
compare their learning according to their status and school profiles variables, and to
study the guidelines for develop the learning of the Basic Education Committees. The
sample for this study were 268 Basic Education Committees under the Nakorn Phatom
educational regional 1 and 2, classified in to 244 samples anéwered the questionnaires
and 24 samples from 2 schools for Focus group. Research Instruments used in this
research were questionnaire about learning and opinions for educational management,
and the issues for the focus group. Data were analyzed by using Percentage, Means,
Standard Deviation, t-test, F-test, Multiple Comparative by Scheffe’ method, and
Content Analysis. |

The research results were:

1. The learning conditions of the Basic Education Committees in educational
management were at the moderate level in general. The knowledge about community
profiles which school are located were at high level and were the highest among all
items. The knowledge about school charter were at moderate level and were the lowest

among all items.
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2. The learning modes of the Basic Education. Committee in educational
management were at the moderate level in general. They received information from
meetings most and from field trips least.

3. "As for the learning results of the Basic Education Committee in
educational management it was found that they recognized that community should
participate in educational management at the lowest level; they did not know that
students at the age of 16 and did not graduate from Matayom Suksa 3 would leave
from school.

4. The problems concerning the Basic Education Committee were they have
no time to attain the meeting most school doesn’t understand the roles of the committee
least.

5. The learning conditions of the Basic Education Committee in educational
management were varied according to types of the committee, educational levels,
occupations, incomes, experiences in being committee, participation in school activities,
and school educational levels. However there was no significant difference in learning
conditions when classified by gender and age.

6. The learning modes of the Basic Education Committee in educational
management were different when classified by types of the committee, educational
levels, incomes, participation in school activites, and there was no significant
difference in learning modes when classified by gender, age, occupations, and
experiences in being committee.

7. The learning conditions and learning modes of the Basic Education
Committee in educational management compared to the school profiles were not-
different when classified by school size, locations, experience of the outside evaluation,
awards. Nonetheless the learning conditions were varied in terms of school educational
levels.

8. The guidelines for developing learning of the Basic Education Committee
were ; schools should arrange the meeting, training or seminar. They should develop
the learning from the participatory action activities, print media and internet, exchange
their learning among the committee and between schools, arranged the field trips for

the school committee.
