This survey research aimed to examine levels of acceptances in electronic learning
(e - Learning) and to determine factors influencing on those among the instructors under the
Jurisdistion of Borommarajanok institute in Central Colleges, Region Il. One hundred and
eighty instructors from nine colleges were recruited using stratified random sampling. The
questionnaires, rating scales were used to collect the data. Frequency, percentage, means
( X), and standard deviations (S.D), independent t-test, and f-test were used for data analysis.

The research findings were as follows:

1. Overview, the respondents rated the instructors’ acceptances in e — Learning in
high level (X=3.76, SD=59). Three aspects of those, perceived usefulness, perceived ease
of use and intention to e-Learning using were also in high level (X=3.61, S.D = 50, X = 3.80,
S.D =.55and X =3.87, S.D = .74, respectively).

2. Factors influencing on the acceptances in electronic learning were the instructors’
experiences related to electronic learning. These comprised participating in seminars and
training associated with electronic learning. This study also found that genders, age,
education, organizational work experiences, computer skills, internet using, and accessing the
knowledge related to electronic learning were not influenced on the acceptances in electronic
learning of the respondents.
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
