Ethical perception is an essential component of professional nursing practice.
However, ethical problems still arise in consumer complaints about nursing services.
Nursing ethics can be developed during nursing education. This research aimed to
study ethical perceptions of nursing students, ethical problems and ideas to solve
ethical problems of nursing students in the Faculty of Nursing, Chaing Mai
University. The participants consisted of 47 nursing students who were in the second,
third and fourth year. They were recruited to be participants by purposive sampling.
Data were collected by focus group and in-depth interviews using cpen-ended
questions of ethicai perception, ethical problems and ideas for solving ethical problems
of nursing students. The data were then analysed using the method of thematic
analysis.

Findings indicated that nursing students perceived ethics as Lonesty,
responsibiiity, being a good person, acting appropriately, caring, and respect for
patient’s rights. Ethical problems were rarely experienced among nursing students who
participated in this study. Strategies for learning about ethics recommended by
students in this study were (1) participating in extra curricular activities, (2) having
good role models, (3) changing teaching-leaming plans, and (4) being given positive
reinforcement. Results of this study could be used as a guideline to promote ethical

consideration among nuising students in the future.
