The 10 aspects of patient right are important for patient to recognize during
hospitalization. The purpose of this descriptive study was to examine the level of patient right
perception among patients in Suanprung Psychiatric Hospital, Chiangmai. The study sample was
380 persons. Data collection was conducted during January, 2003 to March, 2003. The
instrument used in the study was the Patient Rights Questionnaire developed by Gunlayance
Guagoprom. This questionnaire consisted of two parts : demographic data and, patient right
perception. Data were analyzed using descriptive statistics.

The major results revealed that patient right in gencral, the study sample perceived

their patient right at a high level. Conceming each aspect of the patients perceptions of patient
rights, it was found that the sample also perceived all aspect of paticnt rights at a high level.
These included the right to receive health care service, rights to access information, rights to be

able to make decision in treatment and rights to privacy.

These  findings, hence indicatc that the patient rights activitics conducting in

Suanprung Psychiatric Hospital is cffectivencss and should be continuously undertaken.
