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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to (1) study the administration of school-based
curriculum of the Third and Fourth Level basic education schools under the Offices of
Nonthaburi Educational Service Area; (2) compare opinions of school administrators and
teachers on the administration of school-based curriculum of the Third and Fourth Level basic
education schools under the Offices of Nonthaburi Educational Service Area, classified by
position, educational qualification, and work experience; and (3) study problems and
suggestions for solving problems concerning administration of school-based curriculum of the
Third and Fourth Level basic education schools under the Offices of Nonthaburi Educational
Service Area.

The research sample consisted of 400 randomly selected school administrators
and teachers. The research instrument was a rating scale questionnaire developed by the
researcher with reliability of .96. The statistics employed for data analysis were the
percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test, and ANOVA.

The Research findings revealed that (1) the overall administration of school-
based curriculum was at the moderate level; (2) significant difference at the .05 level was
found when opinions of school administrators and teachers on the overall administration of
school-based curriculum were compared; when their opinions on each aspect of school-based
curriculum administration were compared, significant difference at the .05 level was found in
four aspects, namely, the aspect of readiness preparation of the school, the aspect of school-
based curriculum development of the school, the aspect of curriculum implementation, and
the aspect of conclusion of operation of the school; and when opinions of school personnel as
classified by position, educational qualification, and work experience were compared, no
significant difference was found on both the overall and by-aspect administration of school-
based curriculum; and (3) regarding the problems, the following problems were identified: the
lack of survey on the needs and participation of the community; the lack of clarity of
planning; the lack of knowledge and understanding on the part of the personnel; the lack of
reporting, monitoring, and evaluation on a continuous basis; and the lack of work units to
provide supports on curriculum development; as for suggestions for solving problems, the
following were given: a work unit to conduct surveys on community needs and community
participation in curriculum development should be established; meetings and in-service
trainings should be organized to clarify the plans and operations on school-based curriculum
administration; there should be continuous and systematic monitoring and evaluation and
utilization of feedback information on school-based curriculum administration outcomes for
improvement in subsequent years on a continuous and concrete basis.
