The objectives of this research were 1) to study factor affecting' people’s decision to
vote for the Thai Rak Thai party, 2) to study voters’ behavior in electing the Thai Rak Thai
candidates, and 3) to compare the factors affecting the decision as classified by personal
characteristics.

Quantitative data were obtained from distributing a closed-ended questionnaire to
363 samples. Statistical univariate data analysis involved percentage and mean. Bivariate
analysis involved ANOVA.

The findings were :

1. The populist policy highly affected the people’s decision to vote for the
Thai Rak Thai.

2. People who voted for the Thai Rak Thai were voluntary, regardless of
party affiliation. Most respondents voted for the Thai Rak Thai twice and
cast both ballots for the Thai Rak Thai.

3. The respondent’s age, income, and domicile were related with decision to

vote for the Thai Rak Thai.
