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 The purposes of this study were to create a model for the desired habit development of 
private vocational students and to evaluate its effectiveness.  This research was the participation 
action research (PAR) based on the action research spiral of Kemmis and McTaggart (1988).  
Ten parents, 3 advisers, and 10 students were selected to participate in this study by a purposeful 
sampling technique based on settle criteria. Data were collected by in-depth interview, group 
discussion, document  analysis, and participation observation.  They were analyzed by a content 
analysis technique. 
 The study revealed that  the model for the desired habit development of private vocational 
students was composed of 11 significant steps: 1) awareness of problem,  2) responsibility settlement,  
3) love and care,  4)  relationship establishment,   5)  self-confidence,   6) disciplinary,  7) good values, 
8) diligence in study,   9) good role model,  10) encouragement,  and 11)  willpower. 
 This model for the desired habit development of private vocational students was highly 
effective according to goals and it could brought out 12  characteristics for the students as follows:    
1) economical,   2) sacrificial,   3) self-confident,   4) responsible for their assignments,  5) properly 
dressed,   6) ready to avoid temptations,  7) steady in study,  8) punctual in attendance class,  9) ready 
on equipment for learning,  10) brave to show their opinions,  11) asking  when  they don�t understand,  
and 12) self studied.
