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EFFECTS OF HEALTH EDUCATION PROGRAM ABOUT DENGUE
HEMORRHAGIC FEVER PREVENTION AND CONTROL IN
HOUSEHOLD HEALTH LEADERS, NAKU DISTRICT,

This study aimed to investigate the effect of health education programs about dengue
hemorrhagic fever prevention and cont rol on household health leaders in Naku District, Kalasin
Province. Moreover, the study aimed to compare the knowledge and practice of dengue
hemorrhagic fever prevention and control in houschold health leaders among receiving and not
receiving a health education program. Sixty of household health leaders from two of all 54 villages
of Naku District, Kalasin Province, were selected by cluster sampling. Thirty household health
leaders of Phulandchang Sub-district, were selected as the experimental group and given health
education program while thirty household health leaders of Borkaew Sub-district were selected as
the control group and not given a health education program. Questionnaires were used before the
health education program, immediately after the health education program and two weeks after
health education program. The data were analyzed using frequency, percentage, mean, standard
deviation and test the significant difference with paired t-test and Independent sample t-test.

The results showed that knowledge of prevention and control of dengue hemorrhagic
fever of household health leader was significantly improved after the intervention, and was higher
than the control group at the level of p< 0.001. After 2 weeks of health education program,
practice of prevention and control dengue hemorrhagic fever in experimental group remained
better than before received health education program, and better than control group, at a
statistically significant level of 0.05.

According to the results of the study, the health education program about prevention
and control of dengue hemorrhagic fever for household health leaders seem to promote the
knowledge and practice to prevent and control dengue hemorrhagic fever. The results suggest
that this study might be applicable to other areas or other the target groups, which could lead to

prevent and control dengue hemorrhagic fever in more communities.
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
