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Abstract

This research aimed at studying (1) the general condition and behavioral indicators of
students’ desired characteristics based on Sufficiency Economy Philosophy, and (2) the
structural factors of these behavioral indicators. Mixed methods of qualitative research and
quantitative research were used for conducting this research. In-depth interview and focus
group technique were implemented for qualitative data while quantitative one involved the
technique of confirmatory factor analysis. Sampling group for collecting data consisted of
administrators, teachers, students, parents and community representatives from 12 schools
(large, medium and small sized-schools) in 4 provinces including Amnatcharoen, Loei, Khon
Kaen and Udon thani.

The findings revealed that general condition of students’ desired characteristics
based on Sufficiency Economy Philosophy among large, medium and small-sized schools
were different. These desired characteristics consisted of 4 aspects including economy,
society, culture, and environment. The behavioral indicators of each aspect included; 1)
economy: be economical and modest, 2) society: unity and public mind, integrity,
independence, be omniscient and intelligent, and rationality, 3) culture: appreciate and be
proud of the Thainess, and 4) environment: conservation of environment and natural

resources.
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
