This thesis aims to find a conclusion and analyse the factors affecting the strength, status,
and role of the Thai Chamber of Commerce as a political interest group by referring to researched
document data and interviews. Findings from this study indicated that the structure and members of the
Thai Chamber of Commerce were important factors influencing its strength, status, and role. The

following conclusions indicate how:

1. The study found that the structure of the Thai Chamber of Commerce is shaped in the
form of networks, both at the group to group level, and the group to state level. The network was
established in accordance to the controlling organisational establishment.The network's significance has
helped to resolve problems ith the Thai Chamber of Commerce comprehensively and effectively. It has
also managed to turn problems into policy issues resolvable through the structural network system. This
is especially true since the Thai Chamber of Commerce deal with money as an important part of the

structure in there group procedures.

2. Inthe study of the membership factor, the study found that leaders at the Thai Chamber
of Commerce were businessmen with close relationships and links to politics. The relationships comes in
both the form of the businessman being directly involved with politics, especially as a member of the
legisiation or indirectly, through sharing of vested interests and patronage between the businessman and
a powerful political figure. This type of relationship has been evident since the early establishment of the
Thai Chamber of Commerce, and during the seventy year history of the organisation, the relationship
between the members of the Thai Chamber of Commerce and political power has helped the

organisation to grow in several directions, especially in legal structure and status.
