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Nowadays, automotive industry becomes a part important for Thai economic growth. Thus, Thai
government emphasizes and set this kind of industry to be goal. Moreover, there is few advantages particular
employment, technology developed and it would benefit to other industries such as steel, plastic chemical and tire
manufactories. In addition, government also realizes that automotive industry can pull capital inflow from foreign

investors.

As foreign investment promotion policy will persuade top producer companies to construct base of
production in Thai, including convenience procedures and tax reduced. Especially, Thai employee skill is also the
factor which invites foreign investors. All the factors which we have seen can influence the growth of motor-craft
industry in Thai. As we know that Japan is the most investment automotive industry in Thai, because of the
advantage of innovation producing and more capital. Moreover, Japanese investor can create other industries which
are related to automotive industry. For instance, the increasing of 709 spare part investors in Thai as cluster that can
result. The 122 spare part investors are supported to automobile and motorcycle production factories. The 386 spare
part investors are supported to automobile factories and the 201 spare part investors are supported to motorcycle

production factories.

When we consider the developing of automotive industry in Thai, there are three economic features as
following Liberalization, Rehabilitate and Global Sourcing. They were depended on politic era. However, we also
found that automotive industry policy, is now not much relied on political part. As the result of car industry
organization, is to provide the government information. Thus, when politic is changed, will not effect to car
industry policy. In addition, this point can persuade much more investors to invest in our country. Although,
another point of car industry, is to negotiate or inform the problem to government when they need help under name

of automotive industry association.

Thus, the continuity of this support policy can keep stability growth since 1991-2005. The spare part
investors in Thailand will continue to developing of the employee skill to support the investment from the foreign
investor. Finally, Thailand is the center of production and trade of spare part for the investor especially for Japanese

investor.
