To compare the process of restorative justice with Domestic Violenct Victims
Protection Act, 2550 BE. Due to a continuously increase of current problem in domestic violence
in the Thai society, the problem exacerbates and is becoming more severe. This is evidenced by
news on domestic violence cases and the amount of family violence in court. Thai’s current legal
measures in cases related to domestic violence is the Domestic Violence Victims Protection Act,
2550 BE. However, such legal measures are rather loose and flexible, comparing to other criminal
measures. It is because the purpose of this Act focuses on the remedy to reconcile the family
rather fhan focusing on a punishment. The Act, therefore, has a model and procedures that differ
from other criminal proceedings in general. From the author’s perspective, the Act appears to be
similar to the concept of restorative justice , which focuses on the restoration remedies rather than
emphasizing on punishment as well. Therefore, a comparison between the principles of
restorative justice with the Domestic Violence Victims Protection Act is carried out in order to
investigate differences and similarities between the two as well as acknowledge what issues
should be improved. Data are collected from literature reviews, documentations, journals, texts,
thesis, and internet on domestic violence problem, family legal measures and restorative justice
from Thailand compared with international, such as the United Kingdom and the United States. It
shows that the Domestic Violence Victims Protection Act, 2550 BE requires improvements
because it does not clearly identify format, a way to settle down the case and when to conciliate.
Therefore, the author has modified formats and systems, in detail, of the measures of this
restorative justice to the Domestic Violence Victims Protection Act, 2550 BE, accordingly. The
modifications include the use of main subject of family meeting in a matter of compromise and
attorney’s consideration to conciliate, for instance, in order to optimize its effectiveness in solving

domestic violence issues.
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
