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Abstract
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The objective of this research were to study local knowledge of 13 4-star local
weaving groups, Loei province, to study several factors that affected the knowledge
management of local weaving group and to purpose model of the knowledge management
for other local knowledge by using qualitative research method. The data collection was
done through by Delphi technique. The expert persons were 10 persons consist of 8
persons from local weaving groups, 10% from total members, and 2 persons from
Community Development Department. Statistical techniques used were frequency ,mode,
median, mean and interquartile range.

The result was found that correlation coefficient between opinions of 10 experts are
positive, so that the relationship between most of opinions of experts are in the same
direction. In the conclusion, approach to knowledge management of local weaving group
should consist of 1. Knowledge Identification including basic knowledge and modern
knowledge, 2. Knowledge Acquisition, 3. Knowledge Creation, 4. Knowledge Storage, 5.

Knowledge Application, and 6. Knowledge Sharing.
