ABSTRACT

This thesis aims to study problems rclated to the specification of the type of
misconduct and punishment of Buddhist monks in Thailand in cases where their behaviour tends
to defame the religious institution and Buddhist monks. Such behaviour may result in a decline of
Buddhists™ faith in Buddhism and monks in general. This study focuses particularly on the sexual
misconduct of Buddhist monks, using theories and legal principles of lawyers found in Thai and
foreign texts as well as in the Buddhist Discipline or the Vinaya, specifically in that part which is
concerned with monks’ misconduct, in order to analyze whether it is necessary and appropriate to
specify any punishment for Buddhist monks.

The study has found that in cases where monks have committed sexual misconduct, as
defined by the Buddhist Discipline, the most serious punishment they receive is being disrobed
and expelled from the monkhood. They are subject to penalties under Criminal Law only when
their misconduct is considered to be sexual wrongdoing for which the Criminal [Law has directly
specified the type of punishment for the wrong-doer. In cases where a monk has committed
sexual misconduct and yet this misconduct does not fulfil all the elements of wrong-doing
demanded by the Criminal Law, the monk will not be punished under the Criminal Law.
However, his misconduct may defame Buddhism and cause people in general to lose faith in the
religious institution and Buddhist monks in general. Therefore, in order to punish monks who
have committed misconduct and to prevent other monks from following their example, it is

appropriate to specify the type of wrong-doing and punishment for monks in cases where they

have misbehaved in a way that affects the reputation of the religious institution and monks,
especially in the case of those who have committed sexual misconduct. This is a way of avoiding

loopholes in the law and finding an appropriate way of punishing wrong-doers.
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
