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The purposes of this research were to; 1) to study the legend of Pya Kong Pva Pan in
different dimensions included historical field, humanity field, psychological field and general
field. 2) to develop the Pya Kong Pya Pan children’s book and examine the efficiency of the
book on the criterion of 80. 3) to compare the students’ achievement before and after reading the
book. 4) to compare the students’ achievement from different learning ability after reading Pya
Kong Pya Pan 5) to compare.the students’ achievement from different environment after reading
Pya Kong Pya Ran. 6) to examine the interactive between students’ learning ability and
environment that affected to learning achievement after reading the Pya Kong Pya Pan children’s

book.

The samples consisted of 1) 15 experts who were in-depth interviewed included; 3 historical
experts, 3 humanity experts, 3 phychology experts and 6 loca! inteiiectual, selected by snowball sampling 2) 45
students from municipzlity school and 45 students from non- municipality school. sele~ted by stratified random.

T'he instruments were 1) Pya Kong Pya Pan children’s book 2) an achievement test.

The data were analyzed by mean, standard deviation, t-test dependent and Two-way ANOVA.

Theresult of this research revealed as follows:1) The efficiency of Pya Kong Pya Pan children’s
book were 80.95 which were higher than the s=lected etiicient standard criterion at 80. 2) The students’ learring
achievement after readirng Pya Kong Pya Pan children’s book were higher than before reading the book
significantly differently at .05 level. 3) The students’ learning ability affected to the different learning
achievement significantly different at .05 level.4) Different environment affected to leamning achievement non-
significantly different at .05 level.5) The interactive between learning ability and environment not affected to

learning achievement
