Improvement of employees’ well being is an important CSR activity. This research
aims to study how corporations in Thailand develop their corporate social responsibility practices
compared with the international standard and to develop and validate the composites of labor
practices in the Thai context. Measurements on labor practice are based on both Corporate Social
Responsibility Standard of Government Factory Department, Ministry of Industry Works (CSR-
DIW) and ISO26000 guideline (ISO/DIS, 2009). Thai business operators can use them as a
concrete guidance to improve their labor practices and work conditions according to
internationally accepted standard. The relationship between Corporate Social Responsibility
activities and the quality of work life of their employees is, also, examined.

Structural Equation Model (SEM) reveals that corporate social responsibility
practices and composite of corporate social responsibility in labour practices have positive
relationship with employee’s quality of work life in Thailand. Social dialogue possesses the
highest ability to explain CSR, but is ranked lowest in business practices. Human resource
development is the second least important CSR practices. In addition, their corporate social
responsibility practices in Thailand are consistent with the international standards, mainly

represented by ISO26000 and CSR-DIW.
