This research aims to study and analyze criminal measures and competence of
organizations related t6 control and protection of coral resources utilization in Thailand as well as
recommend amendment of law involving to this topic.

The result shows that corral resources utilization of human, either in tourism or illegal
commercial fishery is the great impact of current coral resources situation. Although there are
several effective laws aimed to protect and control coral resources utilization, such policy
guidelines are unsuccessful and discord with the spirit of law. The evidence of this fact is
exhibited by several current illegal actions that against the laws regarding protection and control
of coral resources utilization.

Nevertheless, all existing laws and criminal penalty regarding coral resources control
and protection are too strict and prohibited therefore private sectors are incapable to utilize coral
resources in some activities. Although, most laws determine the types of criminal penalty
obviously however such criminal penalty is not proper and violent enough to threaten and restrain
offenders or even unable to make them fear to violate such laws again.

With this problem, the researcher considers such policy on conservation of natural
resources as insufficient and inappropriate to apply anymore as well as proposes Thai government
to amend this policy by providing private sector an opportunity to utilize coral resources
increasingly. However, this utilization shall be under the rule of law consisted of proper
procedure, criteria and method according to theory. Moreover, there shall be violent and suitable

criminal penalty determination in order to alarm offender not to commit or repeat such offend

according to the objective of Deterrence Theory as well as promoting private sector to participate

in orienting the direction of sustainable and modern conservation of natural resources.
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
