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This classroom action research aimed to eénhance creative writing of Prathom Suksa 5
students at Wachirawit School under the jurisdiction of The Office of Private Education
Commission in two main areas : 1) creative writing ability ; 2) students’ attitude towards
creative writing. A total of 47 students were taught 20 lesson plans for 26 periods at 50 minutes
per period. The data gathering tools were : interview forms, a creative writing test,
students” achievement records, lesson reports, essays, and students’ attitude towards creative
writing. The tools for teaching methods are lesson plans, exercises, and teaching materials.

The data was then analyzed and presented in terms of mean and standard deviations. The results
showed that:
1) Students were able to write more creatively after taking the lessons than they were
before it. Improvements included writing in words, sentences, structure and phrases and
essays 23.274, 65.291, 12.776 and 18.739 percent.

2) Students had positive attitude towards creative writing.
