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The purposes of the study were to 1) study fundamental data, 2) develop a training curriculum for
writing books, 3) implement of the curriculum, and 4) evaluate and improve the developed training curriculum.
The sample of the study were 40 primary school teachers who were teaching in Tha Muang district,
Kanchanaburi Education Area one. A one group pretest posttest design was in used to conduct the research. The
instrument used for collecting data were 1) questionnaire 2) interview form, 3) training curriculum, 4) evaluation
questions asking about the knowledge and understanding test on writing external books, and 5) ability test on
writing of the external reading books. The simple statistical analysis were : percent (%), mean (X), standard
deviation ( S.D. ) and dependent t — test were used for data analysis.

The findings of the study were as follows.

1. Primary school teacher and persons involved needed workshops regarding developing skills,
stages of books writing, designing cartoons to accompany the story, designing learning activities and format of
the books, criteria for considering books, techniques for learning activities, as well as extra books as teaching
materials.

2. The training curriculum consisted of the rationale of the training curriculum, objectives, contents,
learning activities, teaching aids, evaluation, study notes, worksheets, and exercises. The content of eight - unit
training curriculum were as follows: 1) importance of books 2) guidelines for writng a book, 3) essential book
writing techniques, 4) practicing book writing, 5) adding cartoons in books, 6) raising standard and quality 7)
design of book format , the books, 8) implementation and application of the curriculum. The Training
Curriculum was suitable.

3. Training in theory and practice writing: all primary school teacher were very enthusiastic and
interested in learning new materials as well as took part in activities. They helped each other write the external
reading books based on the local information.

4. Knowledge and understanding of how to write the external reading books based on the local
information before and after training indicated that there was a difference at the statistic significance .01 level.
Primary school teacher had better knowledge and understanding of the content after having participated in the
program than that of prior to the training. The primary school teacher showed that they were able to write the
external reading book based on the local information better by using data from the history of the local
community, important places, culture and tradition, natural resources, local wisdom and technology, art and
handicraft. The quality of language usage and the content were in the excellent category whereas the
characteristic of a good book was in a good category. Teachers who participated in the study indicated that the
training was very interesting, activities were appropriate. The knowledge obtained from the training could be
adapted and applied to learning activities in schools. They recommended that the training period be extended
from 2 days to 3 days.
