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The purpose of this research was to develop the training curriculum on cooperative
learning methods for primary school teachers. The development was consisted of 4 steps as follow:
i) the study of fundamental data 2) the development of the training curriculum  3) the implementation
of the training curriculum and 4) the evaluation and improvement of the training curriculum. The
samples were 34 lead teachers in the pilot school project Office of Muang Nakhonpathom Primary
School.

The research instruments employed were questionnaires, interview forms, focus group items,
pre-test and post-test forms, teaching assessment forms and lesson-plan assessment fcrms. The data
were analyzed by percentage (%). mean (;). standard deviation (S.D.) t - test dependent and
content analysis.

The rosults of the study revealed that lead teachers and stakeholder reauired to develop
ecucetional quality through the cooperative Leaming instruction with STAD, TGT, NHT and JIGSAW
techniques.

The training curriculum were consisted of principles, objectives, contents, training
methodologies, materials and measurements and evaluation methodologies.

The curriculum was implemented with 34 teachers for 2 days and one mcnth of practice
teaching.

The results of the training curriculum evaluation revealed that before and after the training the
level of knowledge a2nd comprehension of the ieachers in cooperative learning methods were statistically
significant differant at 0.01 level. The training cuiricutum was appropriate in every component; the content
were useful; the teachers were able to write their own lesson plans cn cooperative learning methods and
the techniques that the teachers employed the most was

Number .Heads Together Technique (NHT) and the least employed was JIGSAW technique.
