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The purpose of this research was to develop the English teachers” training program for the English project work course
at the secondary level for teachers. There were 4 steps in the development process - 1.) to survey the fundamental data concemed.
2.} to develop an English teachers® training program for the English project work course 3.) to implement the developed training
curriculum  4.) and to evaluate the developed training curriculum. The subjects of the study were 30 secondary-school English
teachers, Muangsing Consortium, Kanchanaburi.The rescarch method was One Group Pretest-Posttest Design. The instruments
employed for the data collection consisted of : 1) the questionnaires to collect the fundamental data, 2) the interview form for the
experts, 3} the curriculum of the English teachers’ training program, 4) the pre-post seminar evaluation form, 5) the form of the
observation and interview during the training, 6) the curriculum evaluation form, 7) the post-training record form. The data were
analyzed by percentage, mean, standard deviation, content analysis, and t-test dependent. The results were as follows:

I, The preliminary data investigation revealed that the students were interested in English project work.

The English teachers knew the basic of English project work but not enough action in class. Many of them had not attended the
seminar. Thus, they required a training program for the English project work course. The school principals agreed to support the
training program because they thought project work was important in education reform. The experts agreed with the idea of having
a training program for the teachers because they thought the project work encouraged leamers through independent studying,
They thought that the teachers should be trained in new techniques and the training should use a workshop approach.

2. The curriculum which was developed resulted from the needs analysis (in the surveyed area). Consequently,
objectives, texts, training methods, media/teaching aides, evaluation and activities were added to create a complete curriculum.
The text included basic English project work, an example of teaching project work by newspaper, and writing project work.

3. After training, it was found that teachers who participated in the seminar were enthusiastic to participate. They
were eager (o ask questions, needed to have more practice and saw the importance of the seminar.

4. After implementing the training curriculum, evaluation of teacher’s knowledge showed an improved awareness
of what project work is at a statistically significant level ( .05). Post — training evaluations revealed that participants viewed the
training curriculum as fairly appropriate to very appropriate on a scale of 1-5 ( X is between 3.83 — 4.47). After the evaluation
follow up, most of the teachers used the knowledge obtained from the seminar to develop their own teaching method. Also the

curriculum was improved by adding alternative examples of English project work and lists of English expressions.
