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The purpose of this research was to develop the training curriculum towards school based supervision for
secondary school teachers. The curriculum development process were 1.) an investigation of fundamental data,
2.) a development of the training curriculum, 3.) an implementation of the training curriculum and 4.) an evaluation and
improvement of the training curriculum. The sample were 37 secondary school teachers in Kanchanaburi Province. Research
design was one group pretest-posttest design. The instruments employed were questionnaire to collect the fundamental data,
the interview forms for administrators and experts, the training curriculum, the curriculum evaluation forms, knowledge and
comprehension tests, and follow-up questionnaire. The data were analyzed by Percentage, Mean, Standard Deviation,
Content Analysis, and t-test dependent. The results were as follow:

1. The fundamental data investigation on the present management of supervision in schools and the needs of
training curriculum towards school based supervision revealed that the secondary schools in Kanchanaburi Province
managed supervision project by forming the school based supervision committee, having instructional supervision projects
for the development of instruction in schools and also holding staff meeting to inform about roles and responsibilities of the
supervision committee. Also the secondary school teachers required the training in the following topics namely the
supervision processes, techniques and skills in supervision, construction and implementation of observation instruments,
instructional and observation data analysis and practices on using the observation instruments.

2. The training curriculum towards school based supervision developed was consisted of principles, objectives
contents, training methodologies, training materials and media, measurement and evaluation.

3. The results of the training curriculum revealed that the trainees were interested in all sessions of training, they
actively involved in the activities by asking questions, practicing and participating in discussion and requested more times on
practices.

4, Regarding to the training curriculum evaluation, it was revealed that before and after the training the trainees’
knowledge and comprehension towards school based supervision were statistical significantly different at 0.05 level
(t = 18.73). The training curriculum in all topics were appropriate at a moderate level to a high level. The training curriculum
was also adjusted on the periods of practicing which was adjusted from 3 hours of practice to 6 hours of practice. As the
results of the follow-up of the training, it was found that the trainees were able to apply the knowledge on school based,

supervision for the improvement of their instruction in their classrooms.
