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The  purposes  of  this  research  were  1)  to  study  the  necessary  fundamental  information    for  the  development  

of  Local  Curriculum on  Ban-Rai  monument  for  early childhood  2) to  develop  the  Local  Curriculum  on  Ban-Rai  monument

for  early childhood  3)  to  implement  the  developed  curriculum  and  apply  to  the  first grade kindergarten  students  and  

4)  to  evaluate  and  improve  the curriculum  pertaining  to  the  progress  on  brain  intellectual and  the viewpoint on  

the  project  management  and  implementation. The developed  curriculum was  implemented  with  23  first grade 

kindergarten students of Thamatipatai School, Ratchaburi  province in  the first  semester of 2009 academic  year. The  experiment

was  carried  out for 15 periods. The tools  using  for  this  research consisted  of 1) the local  curriculum  on  Ban-Rai  monument

for  early childhood 2)  interview form 3) focus group discussion guideline and  4) evaluation form  for assessing  the  students’

competency for making projects. The  data  were  analyzed  by percentage, mean , standard deviation  and  content  analysis .

The  research  results  were  as  follow : 1. The persons  who  involved  in  the  curriculum  development  

would like to have  the  Local  Curriculum  on  Ban-Rai  monument  for  early  childhood and the curriculum  to be taught

by the local wisdom experts and a teacher. They  expected  that curriculum on the following topics affected  the students  

to preserve and be proud of  Ban-Rai  monument. 2. The developed  curriculum consisted of Philosophy, Vision , Mission ,  

Goal , Objective , Learning schedule, Instructional guideline, Learning content, Instructional  media, Measurement and  

Resource and  Assessment,  Learning  experience and 15 plans of  Project Approach on the following topics : 1) The  monument  

2)  The  importance  of  Ban-Rai  monument 3)  The  location  of  Ban-Rai  monument 4)  The  shape  of  monument              

5)  The  explorer (Project  Approach) 6) The importance  of  the king 7) The  history  of  King  Rama  6 8)  The  marshal  

at Ban-Rai 9) All  kids  love  our  king 10)  Ban-Rai  and  the King  Rama 9 11)  Behaved  kids  with  thoughtfulness  

12) Bonding to maintain 13) Our responsibilities 14) We  love  Ban-Rai 15)  Exhibition 3. The  curriculum  was  

implemented  with  23  first grade kindergarten students  by  spending  15  periods  whereby  the  teachers  and  the  local  

wisdom experts conducted  the learning  activities which revealed  that the students actively participated  in the  assigning  

activities. 4. The  assessments  results  and  the  curriculum  improvement  show  that  there  were  the  differences  in  the  students’  

knowledge  after  implementing  the  curriculum,  students’ competency  in  making  projects were  at  high  level .  Most  students

were satisfied  with  the  curriculum  and  perceived  that  the  Local  Curriculum  had encouraged  them  to love  and  be  

proud  of  their  community while happily attending the classroom.
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
