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The purposes of this research were to develop the school based curriculum in economic for the
fourth grade students. The development of the school based curriculum in economic consisted of 4 stages
as follow : 1) the study of the fundamental data 2) the development of curriculum 3) the implementation of
the curriculum and 4) the evaluation and improvement of the curriculum. The curriculum was implemented
for twelve hours with the fourth grade students in Joseph Upathum U-thong school.

The instruments employed were lesson plan, testing forms and evaluation folio forms and
questionnaires. Percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test dependent and content analysis were employed
for the analysis of the data.

The results of the foundamental data study were that the students and the people involved
wished to have the school based curriculum in economics that included contents related to local information
in the areas of production, consumption of food supplement from birdsnest production, the service of Thai
therapist promotion center, co-op organization, self-sufficiency economic, financial institutions, credit system
and tax system. The learning style required was learning through practicing and learning by doing, local
expertise should be invited for co-teaching. Site based learning authentic assessment, performance
assessment and self-evaluation should be emphasized.

The curriculum developed were consisted of expected learning outcome together with contents,
tme duration, course description, learning units, instructional directions, materials, measurement and
evaluation methodologies and twelve lesson plans. The contents of the curriculum included : financial
institutions, credit system, cooperative or co-op organization, tax system, self-sufficiency economic,
production, consumption, service provision and work project. The evaluation of the curriculum components
by experts indicated that all components of the curriculum were consistent and suitable. According to the
implementation of the curriculum, it was implemented by teachers and local experts by taking the students to
site based learning. The resuits of the curriculum evaluation and improvement revealed that the students had
appropriate learning behaviours, planning for work, acknowledged other's opinions and be good audience.
The students’ knowledge and comprehension of local economic before and after the implementation of the
curriculum were statistically sigificant different at 0.05 level. Students were able to produce food supplement
of birdsnest production and make brochure. They had positive attitude toward the curriculum at a moderate

level, The curriculum could encourage concerns and supports for conservation of the local wisdom.
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
