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Abstract : The objective is tc study roles of technology transferring from small
industries to local communities in rural areas. Since the Western region of Thailand has
area diversities, this area can be a good host for value added agricultural product and
food industries. Knowledge and experiences gathered from studying, being employers,
and experience from the family businesses are the core resources for starting the
businesses. Nowadays, supports from government are key factors to initiate business.
However, manufacturers with basis knowledge and experiences manage and solve
problems in terms of raw materials, marketing, and product development better than
one who lack of production experiences. Technology transferring is divided into 2
characteristics; intra - enterprise and inter - enterprise. Intra - enterprise technology
transferring creates from employers to employees , for production development. On the
other hands, technology transferring of inter - enterprise is divided into 2 characteristics.
The first one is created from cnirepreneur to material suopliers in terms of raw material
specification for made the quality product. The second one creates from consumers to
entrepreneur in terms of product development, quality control and management. For
development and acquisition of technology depend on access to source of capital and
technology, the businesses activities and thus in turmn of the acquisition strategies
depend on the environment or owners of the enterprise.
