Title 2 Small industries in the westem region of Thailand

This research was to study the structure and factors related to the distribution
of small industries in' the: western region of Thailand. The study also includes the
influence of the factors on the small industries located both inside and outside the
western region, their problems and limitation so as to use the results of this study as
guidelines to further develop small industries in the western region of Thailand.

There are 6,535 industries in the western region of Thailand. The population
of this study were 6,373 registered industries, following the Factory Act 1992 of the
Ministry of Industry. The samples were 40 industries from a group of agricultural-
based industry, food industry, non-ferrous production industry, transportation devices
and equipment industry which played an important role in the western region. The
data was collected by interviewing the manufacturers from 40 industries from May to
July 2001. The questionnaires were administered to 337 manufactures of all
mndustries from August to December 2001.

The western region has a significant capability for industrial development
because it owns the completion of natural resources base such as agricultural raw
materials, aqua culture, natural resources, and also the completion of infrastructures
such as irrigation and transportation system. The industries in the western region
gained more advantages than those in other regions because the region itself is nearby
Bangkok, the major market of the country. Nevertheless, the changes of the abave-
mentioned factors concerning the reduction of the agricultural area, the deterioration
of natural resources, the migration of population, especially the labor-aged population
lead to the decline of the development potential.

It was found that (1.1) The agriculture has dramatic effect on the structure
and the distribution of the small industries in the western region. However, the major
industries which are agricultural-based industries and food industries started to
decrease their roles. That is to say, the agricultural-based industries that have low
expansion and decrease rapidly in numbers have been replaced by the high investment
and high technology industries. Most industrious areas are between Muang
Ratchabun, Phodharam and Ban Pong Districts in Ratchaburi and Thamuang, Thamak
and Muang Kanchanaburi Districts in Kanchanaburi. There are more than 1,740
factories, which is 37% of all factories in the region.

(1.2) The managerial factors of the small industries such as the educational
level of the manufacturers and labors tend to be better. Nonetheless, it was found that
tiiere are many factors which effect the manufacture, especially the problems of the
lack of agricuiturai raw materials which cause many manufacturcss stop their
enterprises. The ncw-generztion labors are not interested in working in small
caterprises. ‘thzie is the leck of rotated fnid. Aleo the high-educated new-generation
sianufaciuicis pay less attention (0 small industry, especially to the agricultural-based
industry.
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(1.3) The policies and strategies of the government to promote and
develop industry in terms of the contribution in the development of product,
marketing and finance are not enough. That is, what the manufacturers got from the
government are the training courses, especially those focusing on safety in the
workplace. In addition, most manufacturers do not know about the government
services. The government lacks the limitation of personnel and budget and the
government -offices, moreover, are located in the central area or in only some areas.
These are obstacles for the manufacturers to ask for government services.

(2) As for the analysis the information of the relationship between the small
industries in the western region and others, it was found that the production factoss ,
ie. most raw materials and labor came from the region itself, espedally the
agricultural-based mdustry Meanwhile, others main industries got the production
factors from other regions including transportation devices and equipment industries.
In addition, the limitation, which is the most important factor for industrial
development, are the productive factors which comes from Bangkok and other
countries.

(3) According to the above-mentioned data, the small industries in the
vestern region have been developed in many ways and tend to decrease their roles in
the future because of the problems and obstacles in the raw materials supply, the lack
of labor in some kinds of industry and the lack of rotated fund.

(4) In order to develop and promote small industries in the western region,
govermnment should play the an important role in problem solvmg, promote research
c_nd development, provide more information, especially thoss in the productive

technique, production development and marketing through treining, seminar and
being consultant of the manufacturers.
