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The objectives of this study were to examine comparative advantage and competitiveness
of Thai textile and clothing export to the United States of America compared with the top four
countries of market share. In addition this study aimed to investigate the general characteristics,
structure of production, situation of export, probléms and barriers of Thai textile and clothing
exports. Based on the Harmonized System in 2 digits, the textile and clothing in this study were
50 to 63 by using historical statistics form 1995 to 2007

From the textile export analysis, the empirical results suggest that Thailand and India had
a comparative advantage in textile export to the United States of America. At the same tixhe
Thailand had less comparative advantage than India. While China, Canada and Mexico had not a
comparative advantage. From the market share of textile analysis, Thailand had less market share
of textile than the other countries and China had the greatest market share. After abolishing quota
system, considering both Revealed Comparative Advantage (RCA) with market share. Thailand
has rather stable tended of market share of textile, while the market share of India and China

tended to increase, for Mexico and Canada tended to decrease.

From the clothing export analysis, Thailand, China, Vietnam and Indonesia had a
comparative advantage of clothing export to the United States of America. But Vietnam had
much more cdmparative advantage than Thailand. While Mexico had not a comparative
advantage. From the market share of clothing analysis, Thailand had less market share of clothing
than the other coup_tries and China had the greatest market share. After abolishing quota system,
considering both Révealed Comparative Advantage (RCA) with market share. Thailand has rather
stable tended of market share of clothing, while the market share of China, Vietnam and

Indonesia tended to increase, for Mexico tended to decrease.
