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The purposes of the study were to analyze western culture-related terms appeared in
English textbooks for learners of basic education levels, to compare groups of these terms
classified by class levels of 1eamers, and to present these tenné under culture categories with
mind maps. The target group consisted of 29 textbooks which have been approved by the
Department of Curriculum and Instruction, Ministry of Education, including books used‘in
Fundamental English courses and in English Listening-Speaking, or Reading-Writing courses for
Grade Level 2 (grade 4-6), Grade Level 3 (grade 7-9), and Grade Level 4 (grade 10-12). The
Culture-related Term Analysis Form was employed to collect the data and frequency and
.percentile were used to analyze the data obtained.

The major findings of the study were as follows :

1. The number of culture-related terms appeared in 29 textbooks used in basic
education levels was 2,719. In textbooks used in Grade Level 2, there were 5 10 terms under
21 culturé categories With terms in the Meals and Drinks category ranked greatest in nuﬁlber, and
terms related to other culture categories namely Leisure-Time Activities, Clothing and Weather,
and Important Places and Persons were ranked second, third, and fourth respectively. The least in
number was the terms in-the Gadget category while none Was_found in the Discipline, and War
and Peace categories.

In ftéxtbooks used in Grade Level 3, there were 925 terms under 23 culture ’
categories with terms in the Meals and Drinks category ranked greatest in number, and terms
related to Leisure-Time Activities, Important Places and Persons, and Clothing and Weather were
ranked second, third, and fourth respectively. Culture-related terms which were miniﬁal in

. numbers were found in such categories as> Religion, War and Peace, Flowers and Gardens while
the least found was the terms in the Humor category.

In textbo.oks used in Grade Level 4, there were 1,284 terms under 23 culture
categories with terms in the Meals and Drinks category ranked greatest in number, and terms
related to Important Places and Persons, Customer Service, and Leisure-Time Activities, were
ranked second, third, and fourth respectively. Culture-related terms which were minimal in
number were found in such categories as Customs, Time and Appointment, Flowers and Gardens
while the least found was the terms in the Humor cétegory.

2. The numbers of culture-related terms differed according to learners’ class levels;
the greatest number of terms was found in Grade Level 4 and coming next were in Grade Levels
3, and 2 respectively.

3.  There were 12 mind maps of culture-related terms categorized by the number of
terms found the most to the least, namely, Meals and Drinks, Leisure-Time Activities, Important

Places and Persons, Clothing and Weather, and Customer Service.
