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The purposes of this research were : 1) to study the fundamental data for the development of
Reading Comprehension Drill Exercises, 2) to construct the drill exercises to meet the selected efficient
standard criterion of 80/80, 3) to experiment with Reading Comprehension Drill Exercises and 4) to evaluate
and improve the Reading Comprehension Drill Exercises. The sample of this study comprised of one class of §3
ninth grade students of Prapathomvittayalai School, Nakompathom Province. Research Instruments were
Reading Comprehension Drill Exercises, lesson plans, achievement tests and questionnaires. The statistical
analysis employed were percentage, mean, t-test dependent and content analysis.

The results of this research were as follow:

1. The students and teachers required the development of Drill Exercises with variety of contents
such as natural resources and environments, tale stories, traditions and cultures, and poems with pictures
illustration. Whereas teachers® instruction together with Reading Comprehension Drill Exercises were also
required.

2. The Reading Comprehension Drill Exercises developed were consisted of introduction,
objectives, lesson plans, content sheets, work sheets, self evaluation form and 6 Reading Comprehension Drills
that consisted of the choosing of main ideas from pictures, questioning practice from the messages, identifying
main idea form the messages, giving titles of the given stories, selecting of main ideas from the given
messages and stories and drawing conclusions of the stories. Also the Reading Comprehension Drill Exercises
met the efficient standard criterion of 82.17/85.00 which was higher than the selected efficient standard
criterion of 80/80.

3. According to the experimentation of the Reading Comprehension Drill Exercises, they were
implemented for 8 periods with a group of 53 ninth grade students from Prapathomvittayalai School ,
Nakomnpathom Province together with the instruction by a researcher.

4. As the result of the evaluation and improvement of the Reading Comprehension Drill Exercises,
it was revealed that the students’ leaming achicvement scores before and after being taught by using the Drill
Exercises were statistically significant different at 0.01 level. The students’ opinions towards the Reading
Comprehension Drill Exercises were at a strongly agreed level on the aspect of the pictures were beautifully
colored and congruent with the stories and learning methodologies were interesting and enjoyable. Moreover, the
students wished to have more drill exercises, the development on writing, listening, and speaking skills,
and the improvement on instructional activities, changing variety types of alphabets and not to review

previous lessons every time.
