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The purposes of the research were : 1) to study the fundamental data for the development of Reading
Comprehension Drill Exercises, 2) to develop and assess the efficiency of Reading Comprehension Drill Exercises
to meet the selected efficient standard criterion of 80/80, 3) to implement the Reading Comprehension Drill
Exercises and 4) to evaluate and improve the Reading Comprehension Drill Exercises. The samples consisted of 15
students of second grade class during the academic year 2005 of Watnuamganon School, the Office of Samut
Sakhon Educational Region. The duration of the implementation covered 18 hours. The research design was one
group pretest — posttest design. The research instruments were : 1) questionnaires 2) interview forms 3) lesson
plans 4) Reading Comprehension Drill Exercises and 5) reading comprehension learning outcomes test. The
data were analyzed by percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test dependent and content analysis.

The results of this research were :

1) The students and involved persons required the development of Drill Exercises with variety of
formats, interesting contents, and self- related contents of local information with pictures and also giving
students opportunity to draw and paint the pictures.

2) The Reading Comprehension Drill Exercises were consisted of preface, objectives, explanation
of using the drill exercises, reading comprehension test and three sets of Reading Comprehension Drill
Exercises that consisted of history, resources, vocations and traditions of their local community. The
efficiency of the Reading Comprehension Drill Exercises met the criterion of 81.68/80.85.

3) During the implementation of Reading Comprehension Drill Exercises the students learning
behaviors were enthusiastic and also they finished their work on schedule together with additional good
opinions.

4) The students’ learning outcomes in reading comprehension were significantly different at .05
level. The students’ test scores reflected their reading comprehension were higher than those tested before
exposing to the Reading Comprehension Drill Exercises. The students’ opinions toward the drill exercises
revealed that the content of the drill exercises were interesting and understandable. The drill exercises could

enhance their love and pride of their community.
