WANWISA PANYAJIRAWUT: THE DEVELOPMENT OF LISTENING DISCRETION

The purposes of this research were to: 1) develop the listening discretion drill
exercises for Matthayomsuksa 1 students to meet its efficient criteria of 75/75 percent, 2)
compare the Matthayomsuksa 1 students’s achievement score gained before and after a
period of engaging in listening discretion drill exercise. The sample of this simple random
sampling consisted of 35 Matthayomsuksa 1 students of class 1/1 studying in the second
semester during the academic year 2008 in Bang Lane School under the jurisdiction of the
Office of Education Service Area 2, Nakorn Pathom province. The research experiment was
conducted in a period of 50 minutes within 5 periods per week and demonstrated totally within
the duration of 8 periods in 2 weeks.

The instruments employed to collect data were: 1) 5 sets of listening discretion drill
exercises, 2) a lesson plan organized along with the idea of listening discretion drill exercises,
and 3) a test of 40 items testing the students’ achievement of listening discretion. The
collected data were analized by the statistical means of mean, standard deviation and t-test
dependent.

The findings were as follows:

1) The efficiency of the listening discretion drill exercises for Matthayomsuksa 1
students in Bang Lane School was found higher at the percentage of 76.96/83.86.

2) The achievement scores of the Matthayomsuksa 1 students were found
significantly different at the level of 0.01 whereas the scores gained after were found higher
than the scores gained before the period of engaging in the listening discretion drill exercises.
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
