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� The  purposes  of  this  experimental  research  One  Shot  Case   Study  were : 1)  to  study the 

fundamental  data  for  the  development  of  the  creative  writing  skills  package.  2)  to  develop   the  creative  

writing skills  package  for  sixth  grade  students  have  the  standard   efficiency  of  75 / 75.    3)  to  implement  

the  creative writing  skills  package.  4)  to  evaluate  and  improve   the  creative  writing  skills  package.  The  

sample  were   23  sixth   grade   students  from  Tabyaitao   school,  under  the  jurisdiction  of  the  

Nakornpathom  Educational  Service Area   Office 1,  Nakornpathom  province  in  second  semester  of  the  

academic  year  2008.  The research   instruments used  for  gathering  data  were  lesson  plans,  the  creative  

writing  skills  package,  writing  skills  achievement  test  and questionnaire.  The statistical analysis employed 

were percentage (%), mean (X ), standard deviation (S.D.), and content  analysis. 

 The results of this research were :  

      1.  The  students,  teachers and  the experts  required  the  development  of  the creative  writing  

skills  package  with  variety of  patterns  including   colorful  and  beautiful  pictures to  attract  the  children’s 

interests  and  suitable  for  their  ages.  The  contexts  should  be  comprised  of  nature  and  environment  

which  were  relevant  to  the  learners  and   suitable  for  students’  ages. 

      2.  The  creative   writing  skills  package  was  consisted  of   introduction,  objectives,  lesson  

plans,  writing  skills  test  and  observation   behaviors  forms.  The  individual  tryout  criteria  of  efficiency   of  

the  creative  writing  skills  package  was  67.71 / 68.33.  The  group  tryout  criteria   group  of  efficiency   of   

the  creative   writing  skills  package  was  72.78 / 73.89.  The  field  tryout  study  showed  the  efficiency  of  

78.32 / 79.13  was  higher  than  the  required  standard   efficiency  of  75 / 75. 

      3.  The  creative  writing  skills  package  was  implementied  to  23  sixth   grade  students. The  

students  w ere  very  interested  in  all  various  activities  and  were  highly  motivated  in  learning  with  them.   

      4.  The  results  of  the  evaluation  of  the  students’ creative  writing  skills  after  the  implemention  

of  the   package   were   at  a  moderate   level   and   also  the students’   opinions   toward  the creative  writing  

skills  package   were  at  the  most   agreement  level  in  all   aspects.      
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
