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The purposes of this research were to find out 1) the level of participation of
the basic education committee, the Office of Chumpomn Educational Service Area

2) the standard level of administration of primary school administrators in the area
and 3) the differences between the level of participation of the committee and the
standard of administration of primary school administrators classified by groups
of representatives involving in running the schools.

The sample consisted of 384 randomly selected from representatives in 64
schools ; six from each school and one representative from each group including
parents, teachers, community organization, local government organization, school
alumni and experts. The data were collected during January 2003 to February 2003.

The research instrument was a questionnaire designed according to

Cohen and Uphoff s a2pproach and the 2003 School Siandard of the Office of Nation

Primary School Committee and analyzed by using frequency, percentage, mean,
standard deviaticn, the One Way ANOVA to analyzed variation and then tested by
Tukey’s method.

The findings of the study were :

1) The participation of the Basic Education Committee as a whole and
individual aspect was at a moderate level.

2) The standard of administration of primary school administrators as a
a whole and three aspects were at a high level, two aspects were at a moderate level.

3) The participation of Basic Education Committee according to the
opinions of ihe represcntatives as 2 whole and as two aspects about decision making
and benefits were significantly different at the level of .05. Hcwever, the standard
of administration of school administrators according tc the opinions of the
representatives as a whole or as individual aspect was not statistically different.
