The purposes of this Master’s Report were 1)to study needs, readiness, and opinions of teachers
and administrators toward mainstreaming for learning disabled students through SEAT model. 2) to compare
the teachers and the administrators’ needs, readiness, opinion toward the mainstreaming for the disabled
student. Samples were 86 teachers and administrators in the demonstrative mainstreaming school in Educational
Area 2, Bangkok Municipality derived by stratified random sampling. Constructed questionnaires were used to
collect data. Data were analized for percentage, arithmeticmean, t — test and F — test.

The results found that :

1) The administrators and the teachers’ readiness in mainstreaming for the learning disabled
were at the moderate level.

2) The administrators and the teachers’ needs for supportation in mainstreaming were at the
moderate level.

3) The administrators and the teachers’ opinion toQard mainstreaming for the disabled student
were at the moderate level.

4) There were significantly difference at .05 in the administrators’ and the teachers’
readiness in management for the mainstreaming when compared among age, educational level and
administrative position except for sex, educational background in special education, and experiences in
mainstreaming.

5) There were no significantly difference in the administrators’ and the teachers’ needs for
mainstreaming  supportation when compared among sex, age, educational background, administrative
position, and background in special education.

6) There were no significantly difference in the administrators’ and the teachers’ opinion
toward mainstreaming for the disabled student when compared among sex, age, educational level,

administrative position, and background in special education and experiences in mainstreaming.
